On the Antrim coast

Yes, Geraldine and I were in our usual holiday apartment, just above the Antrim
coast road, with its panoramic view across Ballygally Bay and the North Channel
(connecting the north end of the Irish Sea to the Atlantic).

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wetsuits), paddle-boarders, the occasional
jet-ski and, against the horizon, passing ships
(we have binoculars lined up by the window).
Not to mention the local dolphins heading
across the mouth of the bay. Missing, though,
were the crab/lobster fishermen who used to
retrieve their pots every few days.

I was surprised by how few birds were around
for the first couple of days — apart from the
large jackdaw that perched on our car once
we’d unloaded. This changed afterthe stormy
weather. The gulls were then out in force,
strutting around the car park and squabbling
over picnic remnants. There was the
occasional gannet patrolling the bay, but we assume there weren’t any fish to be
had as we didn’t see any of them dive. Other birds spotted include cormorants,
crows, oyster catchers on the beach and the pied wagtails that enthusiastically
poke about the grass cuttings after the lawn’s been mowed.

The iconic Ulster Fry. Or breakfast.
This is a small one (though with an
extra egg).

We passed a happy couple of weeks eating (you get large portions in NI), drinking
(mmm, Guinness!), seeing relatives and doing a little bit of sightseeing. And I got
in a few games with nephew Tom, so expect to read about them in due course.

Travelling beers

Earlierin September, before heading off
to Ireland, I drove my father to the
southern end of the Wye Valley (across
from Welsh Chepstow) for the funeral of
my mother’s older sister (his sister-in-
law, my aunt). Doreen made it to an
impressive 103 and was in decent
health up to the last couple of years.

Dad was helping a local priest officiate
at the funeral (hell take any
opportunity to dress up and perform
Christian — Anglican, specifically —
ritual), so we arrived early to scout out
the lie of the land at the church (it’s a Yes, it really is that steep!
steep walk up from the road with a view

to the River Severn).

With plenty of time in hand, we adjourned over the hill (first time I've driven on
narrow country lanes for quite a while!) to the village of Woodcroft and The Rising
Sun. This is a local pub that dates back to 1858 at least and was saved by the
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community. It was closed in 2012 with a view to building houses on the land, but
this was fought by the locals, who bought it in 2021 and re-opened it as a
community pub after refurbishment.

A substantial lunch was lubricated by a pint of Butty
Bach (4.5% alcohol-by-volume) from the Wye Valley
Brewery (www.wyevalleybrewery.co.uk). This was an
unexpectedly marvellous beer: golden in the glass with a
bit of fruitiness in the nose and a nice hit of hops after the
initial malt. I'll drink this one again, though I'm unlikely
to find it locally!

The funeral was pretty much what you'd expect, but did
end with an actual burial (cremation seems to be the thing
these days). It was a chance to catch up with cousins —
who I hadn’t seen since their father’s funeral (such is life).
I also learnt some interesting facts about Doreen. For
example, she got married during the Second World War
(to Philip, almost a stereotypical RAF pilot), but the first her family knew about it
was when she came home wearing the ring!

A couple of weeks later and Geraldine and I were driving to Northern Ireland. Via
the ferry from Cairnryan (no longer Stranraer, historically the Scottish end of the
crossing) to Larne. There are two reasons for this: Larne is where we want to be
and driving lets us take lots of home comforts (and games!) with us. It’s a
straightforward journey: north to the end of the M6 and turn left.

We break our journey along the way and, this year, stopped
at the Inn on the Loch, Crocketford
(www.theinnontheloch.co.uk). This is right on the A75— the
road that takes us through the Galloway countryside on the
north coast of the Solway Firth to the ferry port — so I've
noticed the Inn each time we pass. Apart from bedrooms
overlooking the loch, it has a restaurant and bar and that’s
where we ate.

There was no real ale at the bar, but
they did have bottled beers from the
local brewery, Sulwath Brewers
(www.sulwathbrewers.co.uk) in
nearby Castle Douglas. I tried a
couple of these. First up was their
wheat beer, Solway Mist (5.5% alcohol-by-volume). It’s a
golden colour in the glass and, as I expect in a wheat beer,
cloudy. There was a bit of spice in its aroma and an interesting smoky aftertaste,
but I didn’t get the “hint of Seville orange” referred to in the brewers’ brochure.
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There was a lot more smokiness in the porter I followed
this with: The Black Galloway (4.4% abv). It’s a dark
beer, of course, with a rich, smoky taste and chocolate
overtones and went down a treat.

And then, two weeks of Guinness!

I admit that | haven’t voted in the 'zine poll for many years, as | don’t think |
know enough about the subject.

Moving on to
reading matter.

I’'m a bit shocked that you haven’t read anything by S. M. Stirling, as he’s one
of my favourite living authors, along with Lois McMaster Bujold and Ben
Aaronovitch. Mind you, ... there are large chunks of Stirling’s prolific output
that | haven’t read and don’t intend to read.

You're not selling it, Jonathan.

I think these are the two I'd recommend to start with. The Peshawar Lancers
(2003) [is] a colourful and exciting adventure story set in India, in an
alternative world in which cometary fragments fell from the sky in 1878,
devastating Europe and North America, and causing a ‘nuclear winter’ over
much of the world. In this world, the British Empire relocated its headquarters
to Delhi, and after some struggle managed to retain its position as the leading
world power.

Island in the Sea of Time (1998) is the first book of a big trilogy, an ambitious
epic in which the island of Nantucket with all its inhabitants is cast back in
time to 1250 BC. Fortunately for them, they also get a sailing ship, the Eagle,
a real ship in our world, which was passing by at the time and gets cast back
with them. The transplanted Americans first struggle to survive, but gradually
become a world power, encountering many other peoples of that time, some of
whom become allies and others enemies.

Stirling provides free samples of his books on his website. For example, you
can read the first six chapters of [both] The Peshawar Lancers and Island in
the Sea of Time at smstirling.com/books

Okay, those do sound interesting, so I guess I'd better check out the samples.

Reading Matter

“His followers called him ‘Mahasamatman’and said he was a god. M
He preferred todrop the Maha’ and the ‘atman’ and called himself £ i

Sam. He never claimed to be a god, but then he never claimed not | & '
to be agod.” Yes, my latest retro reading has been Roger Zelazny’s
Lord of Light. And that paragraph sends a shiver down my spine
every time. It is a brilliant novel, not least because Zelazny has
concocted a terrific fantasy story with a science fictional rationale.
Plus his writing is, as always, delightful.

So, we have a planet where Hinduism is real. People are divided into castes, but
reincarnation can elevate them after a worthy and pious life. Or embody them in
an animal if they went the other way. It’s a mediaeval society and the Gods take a
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dim view of progress — whether it’s the printing press or the flush toilet. And by
dim view, I mean death, fire and destruction. Not necessarily in that order.

What is clear right from the startis that all the supernatural stuffis a “sufficiently
advanced technology”, to borrow from Arthur C Clarke. Reincarnation uses
machines to transfer people’s minds into artificially grown “mindless bodies” (side-
stepping my objection to the process). The Gods have been produced by genetic
tweaking and training and enhance their abilities with sophisticated machinery.
All of this is the brainchild of the scientificand engineering genius who has become
Yama, Lord of Death. Most importantly, the Gods are the crew and colonists of the
starship that brought humanity to this planet. And Sam is one of them.

As we discover, Sam led the wars against the planet’s original inhabitants through
many incarnations before retiring, so to speak, to live as a human. The novel is
actually a series of stories, starting when Sam-as-Lord-Siddharta discovers the
autocracy that Heaven has become. The Gods are imposing their will on the
planet’s inhabitants through their control of the reincarnation process. The
following stories show how Sam opposes them, initially by setting himself up as
Buddha tostart a competing religion. Then by gathering allies to confront Heaven.

Each time Sam is defeated. But each time Heaven is weakened, culminating in a
final showdown. However, this is not the expected confrontation. Instead, Sam and
his allies side with Heaven against the planet’s Dark Lord and his zombie armies.
Zelazny’s knowing irony here is that the bigbadis the starship chaplain, who hated
the adoption of Hinduism and wants to replace it with Christianity.

The whole thing is a brilliant romp with some truly memorable characters. I found
it thrilling to re-read Zelazny’s prose after so many years and really must go back
to some of his other stories. Let me see... Jack of Shadows for a start and probably
the Amber series (the first five at least).

I cannot recommend Lord of Light enough and it seems I’'m not alone in this. The
e-book I picked up is the SF Masterworks edition and has an afterword from
another fan: George R R Martin. (We have another thing in common: we were both
subscriber to the SF Book Club, back in the day — a bit further back in his case.)
There’s also an interesting introduction that points out that the novel was first
published in 1967, and is thus part of “Western infatuation with everything that
India represents” and especially religion (cf the Beatles).

The following weekend, 7th-9th November, is Ravencon at the Raven Hotel in
Hook, Hampshire. I don’t know that much about this event, but it seems to have
an emphasis on (board) wargames. There is accommodation at the hotel and day
guests are welcome.

Martin de Garnache is made of sterner
stuff, it seems, and turns up for his
match. Despite being the smaller,
weaker and less-skilled duellist on the
field. What’s more, he carries a rapier
against the big man’s sabre. At least
Martin has Minister of State Beau
Reese Jean Seine as second - Zavier
Ulric Turenne performs the same
service for Terence. The rapier man starts with a furious lunge, but Terence
parries the opening lunge. He tries to dodge the cut, but mis-times it and takes the
first blow. With Martin struggling to recover his ground, it’s now all Terence. He
hits his opponent with a brace of slashes and M Garnache surrenders.

Third up should be Henri DuShite. However, despite using a cutlass, he is of the
same mind as the Marquis de Polignac and finds better things to do. This leaves
Martin’s second duel, against Thomas de la Lune. This prospect is too much for
Garnache. He follows doctor’s orders and declines the encounter.
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A new Minister

Having refreshed his appointment of Minister of State last month, it’s past time
that Count Seine plugged the gaps in his Government. The vacancies for
Commissioner of Public Safety and Minister of Justice are of long standing. Does
he fill them? No. Instead he makes Louis Renault a Minister without Portfolio, His
Majesty following up with the title of Marquis. This does mean command of
Cavalry Division is now vacant, which will no doubt provoke some competition
before the summer campaign.

After repaying his hefty debt to the moneylenders, former Minister of War Ben
e'Volence turns his thoughts to the summer. He is keen to have command of the
Brigade in which he serves: the Heavy cavalry. He calls in a few favours to help
him secure the position, influence that becomes overwhelming when he is backed
by Minister Seine and Greg de Bécqueur. And a third Ministerial position is now
vacant - though this one is not in Seine’s gift.

Pierre Mignon is a new face in Paris and applies to join the Princess Louisa Light
Dragoons. He is successful and purchases the rank of Captain. This maintains the
number of Captains in the PLLD as Charles PiedLuminaire buys his way up the
ranks to Major - a move in part financed by a loan from Baron Marquis Louis
Renault. Charles has had enough of Paris and promptly volunteers the squadron
he now leads for active service. Pierre is thankful that he’s been assigned to second
squadron and can still carry out his plans for the month in Paris.

Speaking of volunteers, Lieutenant-Colonel Frank X Change takes his battalion of
the King’s Musketeers to support the Frontier regiments. While Henri DuShite
eschews the company of his Brigade: he sees his place being with the Highlanders.

Of horses, bishops and pawns

March starts with the first part of Beau Reese Jean Seine’s impromptu “avoiding
Royal displeasure party”, though hosting such lavish revelry may not be the best
way of evading His Majesty’s attention. As you'd expect when the Minister of State
is involved, a lot of people turn up.
